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Mid-winter is the perfect time to put out a birdhouse.  
Even though there is still snow on the ground in many places and many bird species are still far to the south, it's not too early.  
Chickadees, bluebirds, screech owls and woodpeckers are among the bird species that will use a birdhouse built and mounted to their specifications. 
All of these species stick around for the winter and at this time of year begin scouting out locations to build their nests come spring.  If you have a birdhouse out now, these birds are likely to pick your yard as the place to raise their new family once spring arrives.
