	ANIMATION: 

· A glass of water with a straw sticking out of it.

· Same glass of water with bottom-third filled with dirt or rocks.  Straw is lifted up out of dirt.

· Same glass, perhaps zoomed in, with top 2/3rd filled with ice (we see water solidify) and straw repositioned almost out of the glass.

· A single drop of water drips out of straw (and dangles there in mid-air).
