THE CHANGE OF SEASONS IS AN IMPORTANT INFLUENCE ON ANIMAL BEHAVIOR. WHETHER IT’S THE HOT SEASON TURNING COLD OR THE DRY SEASON TURNING WET, WILDLIFE HAS TO ADAPT TO SURVIVE.  
ONE STRATEGY IS MIGRATION.  Songbirds, waterfowl, raptors and hummingbirds travel north and south each year, some as far as the tropics.  
CARIBOU AND PRONGHORN SHIFT THEIR RANGE TO FIND ACCESS TO FOOD.  EVEN INSECTS SUCH AS MONARCH BUTTERFLIES AND GREEN DARNER DRAGONFLIES TRAVEL GREAT DISTANCES TO SURVIVE THE CHANGE IN SEASON.  
AND BECAUSE MIGRATORY SPECIES ARE ON THE MOVE AT THE SAME TIME, MIGRATION OFFERS GREAT WILDLIFE WATCHING OPPORTUNITIES!
